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THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT

THIRST
Each time today’s Gospel story is read, I can’t help but think of the many television com-

mercials [’ve seen depicting perspiring athletes lifting a beverage to their lips while the scorch-
ing sun beats down on them. Our culture has definite ideas about how to quench thirst. Today,
those ideas are turned upside down. The Samaritan woman operates, initially, on the TV com-
mercial level. She asks Jesus for the flowing water so that she will not have to keep coming to
the well. Jesus then talks about what real thirst is, and how he, and he alone, can quench that
thirst. Lent calls us to find those places deep within ourselves where we thirst. In our thirst, as
did the Israelites, we cry out to God asking for springs of living water. Deep down we know

that only the Lord can satisfy these thirsts.

HONEST AND OPEN WITH GOD

The story of the Israelites’ grumbling and threat-
ened revolt, and of God’s response in our reading from Exo-
dus today, grapples with difficulties of the life of faith.
Those who place their lives in the hands of God, as Israel
did by following Moses into the desert, may soon face trou-
bling and fearful moments. Sometimes we lose what we
think we need, or somehow find it difficult to get what we
really need. In our busy lives, it’s easy to gradually forget
God’s presence and action among us.

Moses’ prayer to God and God’s compassionate
response of providing water resolve the situation. Perhaps it
was Moses’ admirable honesty in his dialogue with God that
made a difference. Moses “cried out to the Lord” and he
didn’t know how God might respond. Honestly expressing
our needs in prayer is essential to the life of faith. Waiting
in openness to God’s response is equally important.

In today’s Gospel, we see the Samaritan woman
coming to faith. The steps she takes are our steps, too.
Though she needs Jesus’ help, he approaches her first.
He invites us to make the journey of faith long before we
start, by putting us into a faithful family, giving us a curi-
ous heart that seeks the truth, sending us a friend or
spouse whose example draws us to the Lord.

The next step is acknowledging our need and
our sinfulness. Admitting our need for God, and especial-
ly for God’s forgiveness, opens us to God’s saving grace.
Another step is drawing closer to God in prayer. Jesus
tells the woman, and us, that the best worship is honest
and from the Spirit.

When we begin to share our faith with others, we
take the step of living our faith. Like the woman who told
her neighbors about Jesus, we find that the people we
have touched begin to find the Lord on their own. Our
catechumens are taking these steps now, thanks to
those who have helped them experience Jesus’ invitation
to faith.
