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THE ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY

THE DESTINY OF ALL MORTAL FLESH

The celebration of today’s feast on a Sunday is unusual on our Roman Catholic calendar.
Our observance of the Lord’s Day is held in such high esteem that few other feasts replace it.
Occasionally there is a feast—usually of one of the saints—in which the saving power of God
in Christ is so uniquely focused that the Roman rite deems it worthy of celebration on the
Lord’s Day. Today is such a feast. Yet some are surprised at the brevity of the dogma in its
entirety: “We pronounce, declare and define it to be a divinely revealed dogma: that the Im-
maculate Mother of God, the ever Virgin Mary having completed the course of her earthly life,
was assumed body and soul to heavenly glory.” The Roman Catholic Church never defined any
specifics or particulars about the event itself. It is not in the scriptures. There are no verifiable
eyewitness accounts. At its core, the dogma reveals in Mary the destiny of all mortal flesh, and
7S P o reinforces our creedal belief in resurrection of the body. This feast strengthens our falth de-
ﬁned last week in Hebrews as the realization of things hoped for. We find, in Mary, that realization of what we all hope

for, what Paul today affirms: “In Christ shall all be brought to life” (1 Corinthians 15:22).

Today we celebrate the Assumption of the Blessed Vir-
gin Mary. The readings give us much to ponder as we
reflect on Mary, her special place prepared by God for
eternity, and all that resulted from her “yes” to the an-
gel’s message that she was to bear the Christ, the anoint-
ed one of God. Mary is “blessed among women,” the
vessel for the life and salvation of Christ for all genera-
tions. Mary always points us to her son, Jesus. Through
her witness, we are inspired to proclaim the greatness of
the Lord with our lives. In her Assumption, we are as-
sured that Mary is in the presence of God, pointing the
way to all who live as God’s good and holy people in
this life while we await ultimate fulfillment in the next.

Psalm — The queen stands at your right hand, arrayed in
gold (Psalm 45).

MY SOUL PROCLAIMS

Mary’s response to Elizabeth, which we hear in to-
day’s Gospel, is known as the Magnificat. Mary
“magnifies” the greatness of the Lord—through her, we
see God’s mercy clearly. Mary’s canticle is a declaration
that God cares for the lowly and vulnerable, for the hum-
ble and hungry. This, Mary says, is the God for whom
the people of Israel had long waited. This is God in
whom we believe. Like Mary, the Almighty has done
great things for us. As followers of Mary’s son, Jesus
Christ, we are called to make this merciful, caring God
known to those who are in need. How will you glorify,
magnify, the Lord by your life?

BLESSED ARE YOU

Elizabeth had waited a long time for the child she car-
ried. She was beyond child-bearing age by the time she con-
ceived the baby who would be known as John the Baptist.
We can only imagine her joy and amazement when the baby
leaped in her womb at Mary’s arrival. Elizabeth was old and
Mary young, yet both trusted in the goodness of the Lord;
both relied on the Holy Spirit to be with them in the perplex-
ing, exciting, and anxious time in which they found them-
selves. They show us what it means to put God at the center
of our lives. Their story may inspire us to believe that God’s
loving mercy awaits in every moment of our lives. Elizabeth
calls Mary and the child in her womb “blessed,” holy.
Mary’s holiness is found in her belief in God and her will-
ingness to carry out God’s plan by carrying the child Jesus
in her womb. How are you called to holiness? In what ways
are you willing to carry out God’s plan?
