TODAY’S READINGS 
 
First Reading — Before anything was created, the wisdom 
of God was brought forth (Proverbs 8:22-31). 
Psalm — O Lord, our God, how wonderful your name in all 
the earth! (Psalm 8). 
Second Reading — God’s love has been poured out into our 
hearts through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us 
(Romans 5:1-5). 
Gospel — Everything that the Father has is mine; the Spirit 
will take from what is mine and declare it to you  
(John 16:12-15).

In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Ho-
ly Spirit. We say these words as we make the sign of the 
cross, the sign of God’s saving love for us in Jesus Christ 
through the power of the Holy Spirit. God who created 
the heavens, earth, and all who dwell in it. Jesus Christ, 
through whom we are offered salvation and peace. The 
Holy Spirit, who breathes life, leads us to the truth, and 
strengthens us to live as God’s holy people. On this So-
lemnity, let us pause to reflect upon the mystery of the 
Holy Trinity, three persons in one God. As we name the 
mystery, may we come to know God’s love more deeply 
and live it more profoundly.  

The Most Holy Trinity                               
 

BIBLICAL ROOTS OF THE TRINITY 
 Today’s readings show some biblical roots of what Christians would later call the Trinity. 
Proverbs showcases the role of Wisdom in the work of creation, portrayed as a reality outside 
of God but integrated into God’s work of forming the heavens and the earth. We join the 
psalmist in sharing Wisdom’s delight in God’s handiwork: “O Lord, our God, how wonderful 
your name in all the earth” (Psalm 8:2). In his letter to the Romans, Paul writes of peace with 
God through Jesus, and the love of God received through the Holy Spirit, distinguishing God, 
Jesus, and the Holy Spirit while also displaying their abiding unity. Finally, in the farewell dis-
course from John’s Gospel, Jesus—who had earlier spoken of himself as Son of the Father—
promises his friends that they will receive the Spirit of truth that will teach and guide them after 
his departure.

LOOK WITH EYES OF FAITH 
Not only in the beauty of God’s creation do we sense the 
presence of the Lord. In times of prayer, especially the cele-
bration of the Eucharist, we are strengthened in faith to be 
assured of the mystery of the triune God. The Holy Spirit 
guides us to the truth—the truth of who God is and who we 
are in God’s sight. Even in times of great trial, we endure 
and find hope in the mystery of Christ’s love—Jesus, who 
gave his life for us on the cross and who rose in glory is with 
us in times of wonder and in moments of difficulty. We see 
the love of God in the acts of love of others and when we act 
as Christ’s people in service and care for others. We grow in 
the capacity to see with the eyes of faith, eyes that recognize 
God’s grace and are ready to respond by sharing the love of 
God, Father, Son, and Spirit, in the world. 

PERCEIVE WHAT CANNOT BE SEEN 
Have you ever paused on a clear night to look up at the 
stars, or taken time to notice the splendor of spring flow-
ers, the changing colors of the autumn leaves, or the still 
beauty of a snow-covered landscape? Such moments of 
quiet reflection may lead us to a powerful sense of won-
der. The same God who created the stars, flowers, trees, 
and snow created each of us. In sensing God’s presence 
in the beauty that surrounds us, we may be filled with 
awe in perceiving what cannot be seen. Moments of 
wonder and awe may take us by surprise. It may be invis-
ible, yet in these moments we see the hand of God.

Getting to Know the Trinity 
 
 

As difficult as it is to understand the Holy Trinity, I am 
amazed that Jesus even bothered to tell us about the Father, 
the Spirit, and himself. As if his own life, his teachings about 
God’s love, his miracles, his death and resurrection were not 
enough, he told us something about God that we never would 
have imagined: There are three Persons in one God. It is also 
something we cannot completely comprehend. So instead of 
trying to explain it, let’s look at what it means for us believers. 

One thing it shows is that God wants to be known by 
us. Since theologians and spiritual writers have been helping us 
do that for almost two thousand years, it may not seem like a 
big deal. But in ancient times, people expected their gods to be 
mysterious and hidden. Many cultures thought that you could 
control a spirit or god if you knew its name. So knowing any-
thing about the inner life of a god would be huge. But our God 
is the only God, whom no one can control. God sees us not as 
a threat but as beloved children. Just as a couple falling in love 
wants to know everything about each other, so God wants to be 
known by those whom God loves. That leads to my second 
point. 

The Trinity also shows us that “God is love” (1 John 
4:16) because the three Persons are united in one God. The 
Persons of the Trinity already love each other perfectly, so God 
shares that love with us. God calls us to be united in love with 
God and with each other. Remember that God knows us per-
fectly and still loves us. How many of us would want another 
person to know everything about us? Yet knowing our weak-
nesses and our sins does not hurt God’s love for us. On the 
contrary, our weaknesses allow God to help us by answering 
our prayers or inspiring someone to come to our assistance. 
God permits us to sin, knowing that we can experience divine 
love in forgiveness. We may not be able to grasp the full mean-
ing of the Holy Trinity, but knowing that God shares this with 
faithful people helps us to love God even more.
