TODAY’S READINGS 
 
First Reading — The L  tells Elijah to anoint Elisha as 
prophet to succeed him (1 Kings 19:16b, 19-21). 
Psalm — You are my inheritance, O Lord (Psalm 16). 
Second Reading — Use your freedom in Christ to serve one 
another through love (Galatians 5:1, 13-18). 
Gospel — While journeying to Jerusalem, Jesus speaks of 
the costs of discipleship (Luke 9:51-62).

We return to Ordinary Time this Sunday, and with this 
new season we focus on what it means to be a person 
who is called by God for some definite purpose. Elisha 
recognized God’s call in Elijah’s greeting and prepared 
immediately to follow. The people who came to Jesus 
seemed ready to follow, yet each had reasons to linger 
behind. As people who are given the freedom to follow 
or to stay behind, we must ask ourselves what we are 
ready to do for the sake of Christ and the call of the gos-
pel. What are you called to do at this time in your life? 
Are you prepared to leave behind the things that get in 
the way of living as a Christian?  

Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time                                 
 

DISCIPLESHIP’S COSTS 
 In today’s first reading, God tells the prophet Elijah to prepare Elisha to succeed him. Suc-
ceeding Elijah will be no easy task; he has spent his life facing threats from the kings he has 
confronted about their infidelity to the God of Israel. The psalm illustrates the emotional and 
spiritual distress that the prophets’ steadfast faithfulness to God brought them. Paul’s descrip-
tion of the Christian’s freedom from the law as opposed to “the desire of the flesh” puts this 
struggle at the very heart of Christian identity. The reading from Luke’s Gospel recounts Jesus’ 
decision to journey toward Jerusalem, where he knows he will meet his earthly fate. Following 
Jesus—like succeeding Elijah as prophet—will now become more difficult. Unlike his calls to 
the first disciples, Jesus encounters those who are not ready or are not strong enough to journey 
with him.

BE READY 
It is easy to say we want to follow Jesus, yet most of us feel 
competing desires that stand in the way of discipleship. We 
may be distracted by the constant swirl of activity so preva-
lent in our surrounding culture; we might be lured by world-
ly wealth and the status that often accompanies it; we may 
simply be comfortable with the way things are and find it 
difficult to risk changing anything. In today’s Gospel, Jesus 
makes it clear that we must stop putting off making the 
changes that will bring us closer to him and to God’s way of 
life. We must trust in the Lord, knowing that what he most 
deeply desires is that we be close to him. If you encountered 
Jesus today and said you were ready to follow him, what 
would he see in your heart, what obstacles or hesitations 
would he perceive? Go to Jesus in prayer this day. Listen to 
him say, “Follow me.” Prayerfully place your life in the 
Lord’s hands and be ready to follow.  

FOLLOW 
What does it mean to follow Jesus? The Gospels show us 
that Jesus called each person individually, recognizing 
the things that stood in the way for each. He looked into 
the person’s heart and saw the true desires of the person 
standing before him. Each of us experiences Christ’s call 
uniquely as the persons we are. For some, following re-
quires us to take stock of our lives and let go of the ob-
stacles that keep us from the way of true discipleship. For 
others, the call may lead us to deepen the way that faith 
directs our lives, with more intentional time in prayer, 
regular participation in Mass, renewed attention to fami-
ly, involvement in our parish, or new acts of service.

Laws of Love 
 

St. Paul has a unique vision of freedom. We often think 
that freedom means I can do what I want without interference 
from an outside source, such as a bureaucracy or a dictator. For 
most Americans, it means being able to take care of myself and 
my family, hopefully without having to pay too much in taxes. 
We usually associate that with the “pursuit of happiness” with-
out thinking too much about what happiness is. What makes 
Paul’s idea unique is that his vision of happiness means serving 
one another in love. For Paul, freedom is not so much being 
free from oppression as being free to love and serve those 
around us. 

What would stop us from loving others? It could be 
fear: “I’m not sure I would be able to do any good. I’m afraid of 
going into a bad neighborhood to help the homeless. I fear that 
if I were more generous to the poor (church, Red Cross, life 
issues, etc.), I would not have enough for my family.” Or it 
could be attachment to possessions or even to our family—the 
man in the Gospel wasn’t free to follow Jesus because he 
thought it meant leaving his family behind. 

Paul talks about another kind of freedom when he says 
that following the Spirit means freedom from the Law 
(Galatians 5:18). He was not talking about ignoring the speed 
limit or pirating DVDs. He meant people who were obsessed 
with keeping all the laws and customs that were part of the Jew-
ish tradition. It would be like someone who goes to Mass on 
Sunday only because he doesn’t want to break a Church law, or 
someone who drives the speed limit only because he doesn’t 
want to pay a fine. Taken to an extreme, you would have to 
memorize every law on the books to be sure you did not break 
one. The freedom of the Spirit is a life lived out of love. A per-
son would go to Mass out of love for God; a driver would obey 
the speed limit to protect other drivers. As long as we love one 
another, we wouldn’t have to worry about breaking the law, for 
God’s laws are all examples of how to love one another.
