TODAY’S READINGS 
 
First Reading — There will arise the sun of justice with its 
healing rays (Malachi 3:19-20a). 
Psalm — The Lord comes to rule the earth with justice 
(Psalm 98). 
Second Reading — Paul speaks of his hard work among the 
Thessalonians (2 Thessalonians 3:7-12). 
Gospel — Jesus foretells the destruction of Jerusalem, the 
persecution of his followers. But their perseverance will be 
their salvation (Luke 21:5-19).

It is easy to go through life non-reflectively, living the 
routines of our days and weeks without giving much 
thought to the larger questions of meaning, purpose, and 
calling. We may know we need to change but put it off, 
thinking we’ll love, serve, and care more in the future. 
We may face trial personally and be weary of trying to 
live as we know we should. We witness discord, vio-
lence, and division and it may feel that it is the end of the 
world. Today’s readings urge us to put laziness, fear, or 
distraction aside and get about the work of discipleship 
with the assurance that the Lord will provide what we 
need as we do so. 

Thirty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time                                 
 

THE END OF DAYS 
 As we prepare for next Sunday’s feast of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe, we 
hear descriptions of dire and catastrophic events. Sometimes it seems as though we ourselves 
are living in the end times, when life as we currently know it will cease for everyone. In an-
swer to what must have been a fearful question, Jesus does not sugarcoat his foretelling of fu-
ture days. Nor does the Old Testament prophet Malachi flinch from his pronouncements upon 
an evil world. Saint Paul, still writing to the Thessalonians, warns them prophetically against 
succumbing to “The End Is Near” syndrome—indolence in the face of the final days. However, 
both Jesus and Malachi speak of the recompense for living a just life—healing and vindication. 
Our Psalm 98, typically associated with Christmastime, helps us to rejoice for the King who is 
coming to rule with justice.

NOT A HAIR ON YOUR HEAD WILL BE DESTROYED. 
PERSEVERE 
The message of the Gospel is not abstract, nor are we distant 
hearers of its message. We face choices every day about 
how we will live, what we will or won’t do, how seriously 
we will take Christ’s call to live the truth of the gospel. At 
times, the choices we face seem inconsequential: will we sit 
on the sofa night after night, or choose to spend time with 
family or serve in our parish? Will we get up for Mass on 
Sunday morning ready to praise God and be part of our faith 
community, or drag ourselves there, grumbling every step of 
the way (or not go at all)? Choices such as these are of con-
sequence of course, not only because each decision matters, 
but the patterns we establish in our lives are rooted in the 
cumulative weight of the choices we make. We may be 
called upon to make harder choices and must be prepared to 
do so. Jesus tells us to persevere. By doing so, we will se-
cure our lives. 

THE SUN OF JUSTICE WILL ARISE 
It may seem as though Jesus is talking directly to us in 
today’s Gospel. While it is always true that the Gospel 
speaks across time and space, today’s message feels par-
ticularly appropriate as we near the end of another year 
that has been filled with pandemic, political division, 
international tension, and economic concerns. Christ 
reigns over all these things, and as Christians, we hold 
firm in the belief that we will as well. We must take the 
long view—the truly long view of eternity—as we meet 
the challenges of our time. The sun of justice will arise. 
All will be well.

We pray for the dead:  

 No Good Deed Goes Unpunished 
 

When Jesus rose from the dead, he showed his disci-
ples that even death will be overcome by God. In today’s Gos-
pel, he expands that to include most of the bad things that can 
happen to both non-believers and disciples alike. 

Starting with the destruction of the temple in Jerusalem, 
Jesus mentions most of the scary things that people thought 
would bring the end of the world. He gives two pieces of advice. 
First, don’t be fooled by anyone who says this is the end or who 
claims to be Jesus. When Jesus comes again, there will be no 
doubt about who it is. You won’t have to learn about it on the 
evening news. Then, don’t be terrified by natural disasters or 
wars. Wars, epidemics, earthquakes, and the rest happen 
throughout history and will happen again. 

As disciples, we hope we would respond to disasters 
not with fear, but with love. Believers can voluntarily help those 
affected, comfort the survivors, or help rebuild their homes or 
schools. You may choose to give at a blood drive or donate to 
one of the charities that help disaster victims. People have wel-
comed strangers into their homes after a flood or hurricane has 
destroyed a neighborhood. 

There is a saying that “no good deed goes unpunished.” 
Jesus never says that his disciples would be given awards for 
their acts of charity. In the second half of the Gospel, he says 
that his disciples would be persecuted, hated, and even be-
trayed by their own families. Jesus has advice for that situation, 
too. He presents it as an opportunity to give testimony, or wit-
ness, to our faith. His advice sounds strange at first. Unlike a 
modern lawyer, who practices with a witness before they go into 
the courtroom, Jesus tells us “not to prepare your defense,” but 
to let him give us the words. I suspect that he means not to wor-
ry about what you might say, lest you become scared speech-
less. If you let him, Jesus will “prepare” you with the scripture 
readings, your pastor’s homilies, and your own prayer life. All of 
these can help open us to the gifts of the Spirit, who helps us 
proclaim our faith without fear.
