Easter Season

Our Easter celebration lasts fifty days, during which
Resurrection joy should overflow the hearts of believers
to refresh a parched and weary world with the revivifying
waters of faith, hope, and charity. All season, at every
Sunday Mass, we read Luke’s Acts of the Apostles, chart-
ing the young church’s Spirit-led journey, sometimes
peaceful, sometimes persecuted, beset by enemies without
and turmoil within. But this young church is always mov-
ing onward, from Jerusalem’s familiarity to the strange-
ness of every place between there and Rome; and out-
ward, from an inherited Judaism’s comfortable uniformity
to the Gentile world’s challenging diversity. A week after
Easter, Divine Mercy Sunday invites us to renew our per-
sonal relationship with Jesus. On the Third Sunday of
Easter, the disciples at Emmaus recognize Jesus in the
breaking of the bread, and return to share the Good News
even as modern-day disciples should. On Good Shepherd
Sunday, the church prays for priestly and religious voca-
tions. All the while, Acts shows people drawn to the early
Church because they had seen the Risen Jesus not in per-
son, but in persons, in disciples who still form Christ’s
living Body, the Church. Each of us is likewise called to
be the kind of disciple, personally and in communion with
our brothers and sisters, in whom those who seek Jesus

may at least glimpse his presence.

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Believing Is Seeing

You’ve heard the saying “Seeing is believing.” Today’s
first reading seems to say just the opposite. You might think that
when Jesus rose from the dead, everyone would see him. Then
his friends would rejoice and those who had put him to death
would repent (or run as fast as they could). Yet Peter says that
he was only visible to some of the disciples. Jesus did not ap-
pear to Herod or Pilate or Caiaphas. The Pharisees and scribes
did not see him, either. Even the disciples did not immediately
see him. The first thing they saw was the empty tomb, with buri-
al cloths lying on the ground. They may have thought that if his
enemies had stolen Jesus’ body, they would not have removed
the burial cloths; touching a corpse would have made them un-
clean.

So it seems the empty tomb helped them to believe,
and believing enabled them to see the Lord. The exception to
this may be Thomas, who said he would not believe until he
saw and touched Jesus’ risen body. Yet when he does see the
Lord, Jesus himself declares that believing is primary when he
blesses those who have not seen but still believe (John 20:31).
| used to think that Jesus was invisible to non-believers, but
Mary of Magdala saw him, thinking he was the gardener. Then
she believed and recognized him.

What does this mean for us? Jesus seems to be hidden
again. Yet we say that he is present in the sacraments; baptism,
Eucharist, and confirmation show that the Father, Son, and Holy
Spirit live in us. So perhaps we just need to believe in order to
see him. Mother Teresa could do it. She said she was amazed
at the love she felt when she saw Jesus in the poor and the dy-
ing people of Calcutta. St. Francis saw him not only in the poor
but in all creation. Maybe we need to grow in faith so that we
can see Jesus in the poor, the dying, the people who annoy us,
even our enemies. That is why it is so important to spread the
faith; if we don’t see Jesus in everyone, we may never have

true peace.
