OUR FASCINATING FAITH 
Saint Isidore the Farmer (May 15) 
 On May 15 of each year, the farmers in Ichocán, Pe-
ru, adorn their mules and their homes with the fruits of 
their harvest in honor of Saint Isidore the Farmer. The 
image of the saint is taken in a procession through the 
town to bless the work of the farmers. Many Latin 
American countries celebrate this feast in a similar man-
ner. On a continent where agriculture represents the prin-
cipal occupation, the importance of this Spanish saint of 
the twelfth century is not surprising. Saint Isidore has a 
background similar to that of many people in Latin 
America and many Latinos in the United States. Born in 
1070, he was the son of working parents in Madrid, a 
poor and religious family. He did not go to school and 
became an orphan at ten years of age. He worked as a 
country laborer for a rich family and did agricultural 
work all his life. 
 He married a woman named Maria, who also be-
came a saint. Together with their son, the three formed a 
holy family and were recognized as pious and generous 
persons. Years after Isidore’s death in 1130, his body 
was discovered to be miraculously incorrupt. In 1622 
Pope Gregory XV canonized this humble farmer togeth-
er with such great religious figures as Teresa of Ávila, 
Ignatius Loyola, and Francis Xavier. Thank God that 
sainthood is not found only among the priests and reli-
gious. Married couples and fathers and mothers can also 
become saints.

Share in the Power 
 

This Sunday is two weeks before Pentecost, but al-
ready the readings prepare us for that feast. The first reading 
from Acts shows us the conversion of the Samaritans, thanks to 
Philip’s preaching and curing the sick. He did this through the 
power of the Holy Spirit. The Spirit makes Jesus present today, 
not just in the sacraments, but through us, his disciples. 

The Gospel gives us a hint of this in Jesus’ words: “I am 
in my Father and you are in me and I in you” (John 14:20). Je-
sus knew that after his Resurrection appearances, he would not 
be visible as a man. Instead, he would live in all of his followers 
through the power of the Holy Spirit. That’s why he tells the dis-
ciples that the Spirit will be with them and in them. So confirma-
tion, the laying on of hands (Acts 8:17), reminds us that when 
God lives in us, we share in the power of the Holy Spirit. 

In the second reading, Peter gives us practical advice. 
First, he tells us to be ready to explain our hope in the Lord. 
That hope comes from our faith in the Resurrection. When you 
see someone curing the sick, you could be tempted to say, “I 
can’t do that.” But when you hear that people saw and talked to 
Jesus after he rose from the dead, then hear that anyone who 
follows Jesus will share in that resurrection, you begin to have 
real hope. When we share that hope, we do so gently and rev-
erently. None of this “I’m saved and you’re not!” stuff. We are all 
sinners and Christ’s death brought us all forgiveness. 

Next, Peter tells us to avoid sin, not because we won’t 
be forgiven again, but to show that we can live a life free from 
sin, selfishness, and hatred. Freedom from sin allows us to give 
a good example of how to live. Abandoning selfishness allows 
us to love others without counting the cost. When we are free 
from hatred, we are able to forgive others as we have been for-
given. As we live in Jesus and he in us, our happiness will at-
tract people to God.
